Opening Thoughts:  

On June 25, we will again commemorate The Presentation of the Augsburg Confession.  

Sadly, many Lutherans have never heard of it, let alone have any idea what it is and what it says. 

At the request of Emperor Charles V, the Lutheran princes, at the Diet of Augsburg in 

1530, submitted the articles of their confession of faith.  And yet, the Augsburg Confession (AC) 

is not a record of what Lutherans once believed, taught and confessed, but no longer do.  It not 

only argues against errors that once plagued the Church, but errors that still plague the Church.   

In the Preface to the AC it is stated that “this doctrine” is “based on the Holy Scriptures 

and the pure Word of God.”  Because the doctrine confessed in the AC is based on the Holy 

Scriptures and the pure Word of God, it remains the primary confession of the Christian faith for 

us Lutherans.  Our congregations subscribe to it.  Our pastors and teachers promise that their 

preaching and teaching will be faithful to it.   

And because it is faithful to the Word of God, it’s all about Jesus—the Word made flesh.  

For instance, in Article IV, we read these words, “But they (human beings) are justified as a gift 

on account of Christ through faith when they believe that they are received into grace and that 

their sins are forgiven on account of Christ, who by His death made satisfaction for our sins.”  

That is the very Gospel itself which is the power of God for salvation for us and for every sinner.  

So, as we approach the 500th anniversary of the Reformation, get a copy and read it.  You’ll be 

glad you did.

May 23, 2017 

Meeting opened with a devotion by Pastor Bishop. 

Minutes of the March 2017 were approved. 

Rev. William Jensen, campus pastor at Wittenberg Center, Normal, gave a presentation 

of ministry at Wittenberg, including an update following the automobile crash that took out part 

of their building. 

President Miller reported on what is occurring in the district.  Presently there are 16 

vacancies, 2 pastoral candidates were placed and three vicars.  Synod wide 98 candidates were 

placed with 170 requests.  It was moved and passed to approve the reappointments of district 

reconcilers. 

In his absence, Mr. Rohe’s report was placed into the minutes. In Pastor Olander’s absence, Hugh 

Shown reported on scholarship funds received. 

Mr. Rodgers reported on Congregational Life, Education in the district.  He noted there 

are now opportunities to utilize comfort dogs in the CID. 

Rev. Joel Cluver gave reports on work being done on the Evangelism, Missions, and 

Stewardship commissions.  This was Pastor Cluver's final board meeting as he is retiring this 

summer, his heart for reaching out with the Gospel was a joy to behold as he served in our 

district. It was passed to approve new wording in the salary guidelines for non-degree workers.   

Treasurer’s report was given in Mr. Dirks’ absence.  Audit is progressing and will be 

finalized in the next weeks.  Mr. Dalton budget status: this year is a little behind budgeted needs.  

Communicant membership has dropped about 3%. 

Finance and Management:  no major issues uncovered in audit.  Estimates for 

resurfacing the parking lot at district office were received. It was moved and passed to have F & 

M proceed with this project.  



Bill Denham gave updates on the Reformation 500 status.  

Old Business: none 

New Business:  it was moved that next years CID Convention will be July 8-10, 2018, at the 

Crowne Plaza, Springfield. Proposed theme:  “Nothing But Christ Crucified...The Theology of the 

Cross.” 

We can nominate individuals for Concordia, Selma, Board of Regents. It was moved and 

passed to nominate Rev. Wayne Lawrence, Missouri District.  

It was moved to adjourn at 11:45 am.  The meeting closed with prayer.
